These talk
shows were of 35 minutes duration and invited eminent speakers, experts and activists
from Pakistan for discussion. These talk shows were telecasted on PTV and Hum TV with
repeat transmissions on the next day from March to May 2010.

1 Production and successful broadcasting of 114 Radio Programs on Local Governance on
Pakistan Radio Broadcasting Corporation (PRBC), Pakistan from 2005 to 2007. The
duration of each radio program has been 40 minutes. These programs were
simultaneously broadcasted from three radio stations on prime time.

1 Production and broadcasting of five jingles and fiv e s ongs for voters'’
mobilization, particularly for women. These jingles and songs were aired and
broadcasted throughout the General and Local Government Elections of 2002, 2003 and
2006 by the PTV and PRBC at the national level.

Magazine Shows on National Assembly on PRBC from 10 Radio Stations. 5 TV Talk
Shows on National Assembly on PTV in 2004 and 2005.

' During 2004 and 2005, fourteen radio magazine shows on political education for
women were produced and broadcasted in collaboration with the PRBC. Each program
was of 25 minutes duration. These programs were also broadcasted simultaneously
from 10 radio stations at national level.
